F: Share of sustainable public procurement

Only 27% of respondents were able to provide
data regarding the actual percentage of
‘sustainable’ contracts awarded (contracts which
included sustainability criteria)

Among those, sustainable procurement
represented an average of 8 % of procurement.
The highest percentage reaching 40% of
procurement, the others ranging from 0.01% to
12%.

The share of governments able to provide such
detailed data is especially high in the Asia-Pacific
region (60%) due probably to the existence of
advanced e-procurement platforms in the leading
Asian countries.
